BIBLE STORY SUMMARY: 

• Jesus’ disciples met together. 
• Jesus appeared to His disciples in 

the house where they were meeting. 
• They saw where Jesus had been 

hurt and believed He was alive. 
• Later Jesus appeared to Thomas, 

and Thomas believed. 

KEY PASSAGE: John 11:25

BIG PICTURE QUESTION:

• How would you have felt if you 
were in the room when Jesus 
appeared? 

• Why did Jesus visit so many people 
after His resurrection?

• Look at any scars family members 
have from injuries or surgeries as 
appropriate. Talk about how Jesus 
let Thomas feel His scars. 

• Serve fish for dinner one night this 
week. Remind kids that Jesus ate 
fish after He rose from the dead.

BIBLE STORY SUMMARY: 

• Jesus’ disciples were afraid that the 
religious leaders would try to kill 
them as they had killed Jesus.

• Jesus’ disciples were inside a locked 
room, hiding.

• Jesus appeared in the room, spoke 
to them, and ate food with them.

• Jesus proved He is alive.

KEY PASSAGE: John 11:25

BIG PICTURE QUESTION:

• Where is Jesus now? Jesus ascended 
to heaven where He is seated at the 
right hand of the Father.

FAMILY DISCUSSION STARTERS:

• How can we know that Jesus really 
is alive?

• Do you ever struggle to believe 
Jesus is alive?

• How can we strengthen our faith?

• Plan a special surprise for your kids, 
such as a trip to an amusement 
park or favorite restaurant. When 
you reveal the surprise, talk about 
the best surprise ever: when Jesus 
proved He was alive! Discuss how 
you all might have reacted.

STORY POINT: JESUS PROVED HE IS ALIVE.

The disciples gathered together in a house. Some of Jesus’ disciples had 
reported seeing Him alive. Was it true? As the disciples talked, Jesus appeared 
among them and said, “Peace to you!” The disciples were afraid! They thought 
they were seeing a ghost.

“It’s Me!” Jesus said. Jesus showed His disciples His 
hands and His side. The disciples were so happy to 
see Jesus! The disciples gave Jesus some fish to 
eat. Jesus talked to them and explained the 
Bible to them. “The Bible is about Me,” 
Jesus said.

Then Jesus told the disciples that 
they had a job to do. Jesus had died 
and was raised from the dead so 
that people could be forgiven for 
their sins. The disciples needed to 
tell other people to repent from 
their sins and be forgiven.

One of Jesus’ disciples, 
Thomas, was not with the others 
when Jesus visited them. He did 
not believe that Jesus was alive. 
Thomas said, “I want to see and 
touch the holes in His hands and His 
side, or I will never believe!”

A week later, Thomas was with the 
disciples when Jesus appeared again. Jesus 
said to Thomas, “Put your finger here and look 
at My hands. Reach out and touch My side. Don’t be 
an unbeliever; believe!” Thomas did believe. “My Lord and my 
God!” he said. Jesus said, “Because you have seen Me, you have believed. Those 
who believe in Me without seeing Me are blessed.”

Christ Connection: For 40 days, Jesus presented Himself to more than 500 people 
and proved that He is alive. Jesus is still alive today. We have not seen Jesus, but if we 
believe in Him, we will be blessed. He sends out believers to tell others about Him and 
gives us power through the Holy Spirit.
